Centerôs Market Street entry ñporchò on Sunday, March 14 at 2:00 pm. This concert is like the series of con-
certs presented last summer. They are free and open to the public. Guests are invited to bring a lawn chair and 
enjoy the opportunity to hear live music. The outdoor concert will still observe COVID-19 protocols (masks, 
social distancing), and will be live-streamed for those unable to attend in person. Visit the Landmark Center or  
IMDA website in the event of inclement weather for concert location info. 
 
 This is the only in-person element of this yearôs St. Patrickôs Day Irish Celebration.  The concert features 
the inimitable Todd Menton performing from Landmark Centerôs Market Street porch.  
 

Todd Menton is a multi-instrumentalist and the lead singer in Boiled in Lead, a Twin Cities-based 
punk/folk/world-music band. He is also a solo recording artist for New Folk Records. His music is a 
combination of original and traditional Irish tunes and songs, rendered in a unique, edgy style. The 
bodhr§n and mandolin are featured prominently on his recordings, and are his two favorite  
instruments. Menton teaches bodhr§n (Irish drum), mandolin and pub songs with the Center for Irish 
Music in St. Paul, and is a regular favorite performer in the local pubs.

  IMDA has been recognizing the outstanding contributions of some very special members of our      
community through the IMDA Honors events since 2004. This year, IMDA is delighted to have three IMDA 
Honorees as part of our St. Patrickôs Day Pajama Party. 
 
Tom Dahill, song man, fiddler, piper and teller of tales, has a great repertoire of old favorites.  Tom has been 
delighting audiences since the days of the old McCaffertyôs and the very first Irish Fair.  Tom is joined by 
Ginny Johnson on concertina, tin whistle, bodhr§n and guitar, performing in the Mid-Day Set. 

 
Ann Heymann, world renowned master of the wire-strung Gaelic (Irish) harp, is largely responsible for the 
modern-day playing of this ancient instrument.  She was the first to bring back the tradition of stringing 
her harp with precious metals to enhance the sound, and is regarded as a world treasure to proponents of 
the Gaelic harp around the world.  Ann is joined by her husband Charlie, a fine multi-instrumentalist and 
singer; they perform together as Clairseach in the Mid-Day Set.   

 
Laura MacKenzie, a champion of playing and teaching wind-powered music, was dubbed the ñHigh Priest-
ess of Celtic Musicò by Minnesota Public Radio.  Lauraôs breadth of expertise includes wooden flutes, 
whistles, concertina, Scottish small pipes, border pipes and more.  Laura is joined by Ross Sutter for a 
Celtic Music Party in the on-demand childrenôs set.
